              TRANSFORMATION 

 

 When we clean, repair, or otherwise restore things in our 

possession, we often say ―good as new‖ or ―just like new.‖ This, 

according to the book of Revelation, is what happens to anything 

that is filled with the glory of Christ. When scripture uses the word 

―new‖ it doesn’t merely mean ―a different one, a replacement‖ (as 

our advertisements do), but it carries the sense of something being 

transformed so fully and completely that it is now almost 

unrecognizable. Our world is filled with tears, death, pain, thirst, 

darkness; but the new world—the new heavens and new earth 

brought about by Christ’s resurrection—is filled with joy, 

everlasting life, glory, living water, and light. As Paul noted in his 

second letter to the church at Corinth, if we are in Christ, then we 

are a new creation. And disciples who are a new creation, who live 

in the new heaven and earth brought about by Christ, are also daily 

practitioners of a new commandment: to love one another with that 

transforming, re-new-ing love that Christ bestowed on us.

SAINTS PHILIP AND JAMES, APOSTLES 

May 3 
 Call Philip the gospel’s ―Answer Man.‖ ―Can anything good come out of Nazareth?‖ Nathaniel asked Philip, 

who had proclaimed Jesus ―the one about whom Moses wrote in the law, and also the prophets‖ (John 1:45). Jesus 

asked Philip, ―Where can we buy enough food for them to eat?‖ (John 6:5). Greeks brought Philip their request: ―We 

would like to see Jesus‖ (John 12:21). Philip’s answer to each question: bring people to Jesus! At the Last Supper, 

finally, Philip had a request of his own: ―Show us the Father!‖ (John 14:8). Jesus had three last questions for Philip: 

―You still don’t know me? How can you ask that? Don’t you believe?‖ And an answer: ―I am in the Father and the 

Father is in me‖ (John 14:10). Today’s James is not John’s brother, Zebedee’s son, but, tradition says, author of the 

New Testament Letter of James, who died praying for his murderers in Jesus’ words: ―Forgive them, for they know 

not what they do.‖ Few historical details for either saint, but lessons aplenty: Bring every question we have and 

everybody we meet to Jesus;  be, as James’ letter challenges, ―doers of the word and not hearers only‖ (James 1:22).

BEYOND THE RULES  

 Certain religious groups have taken the banning of prayer in public schools as a threat to the 

expression of religion in public life. They have successfully lobbied many state and local governments to 

display the Ten Commandments in public buildings. Some groups supporting these public displays claim 

that they represent the moral and legal foundation of American society, and displaying them publicly shows 

―what this country stands for.‖ What seems strange is that no one is 

advocating the public display of Jesus’ words about loving God and 

loving neighbor (Matthew 22:36–40). On these, said Jesus, depend all the 

law and the prophets. Which is easier to do? Keep the rules, or love 

someone you don’t like or even come close to hating? Jesus asks us to 

love our enemies—not just the enemies of our country or our way of life 

but, more personally, the person who has cut us to the heart: the colleague 

who got the big promotion, the daughter who promised not to drink but is 

arrested for DUI, the husband who has affairs, the company that scammed 

you out of hard-earned dollars. When we hear the One on the throne say, 

―I make all things new‖ (Revelation 21:5), we are invited into a new 

world order in which we center our lives not only on the ―shoulds‖ and 

―should nots‖ of rules but on the infinitely more difficult task of loving 

the unlovable. We can only call ourselves Christ’s disciples if we let his love into our hearts and love people 

as he loved them—warts and all—and that will include letting go of the grudges and hatreds.
