SAINT DAMIEN JOSEPH DE VEUSTER OF MOLOKAôI (1840-1889) 

May 10 
 In the mid-1990s, a heavily bearded, bespectacled Robin Williams appeared on Late Night with David 

Letterman, whose host was clearly taken aback. Letterman inquired as to why the wild look. Uncharacteristically 

subdued, the usually manic comic responded that he was producing and starring in a movie about a most 

extraordinarily compassionate man, Damien, the Leper Priest of Moloka’i.  

 Some saints transcend religious and ethnic boundaries to touch the heart that beats in each human being: Francis 

of Assisi; Mother Teresa; and, though Williams’ film was never completed, his admiration speaks, as does Damien’s 

statue outside the capitol in Honolulu, of this newest saint’s universal appeal. Far from his native Flanders’ idyllic beauty 

and rich culture, Damien volunteered to bear Christ’s light into Moloka’i’s bleak leper colony, building decent homes, 

opening schools, establishing clinics, planting farms, sharing the sufferings—and the social stigma—of those with whom 

he delighted to identify: ―We lepers,‖ he would proudly say when finally he contracted leprosy. Saint Damien challenges 

us to identify the lepers of our own day, to examine our compassion for and our identification with them.

Attention All First Confession/First Communion Candidates – all those wanting to make their First

Our Lady of the Taper 

 Devotion to Our Lady of the Taper in Wales was suppressed by the British in 

the sixteenth century. In 1952, the local bishop learned of the older devotion, and had a 

new statue created based on descriptions of the original. A new shrine to Mary under 

this title was built in 1970, and the statue was replaced by a newer bronze version in 

1986.

Lector Training – This course bring, presented in English at Holy Spirit Church on three consecutive 

Tuesday evenings (May 4, 11, and 18) from 6:00 p.m. to 8:15 p.m., offers an introduction to the ministry of 

Lector, including discernment of the call to this ministry and skills necessary for effective ministry within 

the liturgical assembly.  Participants must register in advance and have their pastor’s written permission.  If 

interested, see Fr. Timby.  The registration deadline is April 20.  The parish will pay registration fees, but 

individuals are responsible for purchasing their own course books.  

 

OLS Soccer – OLS is looking for boys and girls interested in playing soccer in the fall.  Teams will be organized for 

Grades 1 & 2, Grades 3 & 4, Grades 5 & 6, and Grades 7 & 8.  Teams will be co-ed and participate in the Parochial 

Athletic Association operated by the Diocese of Memphis.  Practice will begin in early August and a schedule of eight 

games will be played in September and October.  Teams are open to any child who is a registered member of OLS 

and is enrolled in our Parish School or PRE program.  It is also open to students from other parishes enrolled in our 

parish school or whose own parishes do not offer soccer as a team sport.  If you have any interest in playing on a team 

please watch the bulletin for more information in the coming weeks. 

 

Soccer Coaches Needed – With the inception of competitive soccer at OLS in the fall we are seeking qualified 

coaches to lead our teams in practice and at games.  Coaches must undergo a background security check, complete 

VIRTUS training for the protection of children against abuse, and participate in coaches training in certification 

programs sponsored by the Diocese of Memphis.  Two coaches are needed for each team, at least of whom must be 

bi-lingual. 

 

UNIQUELY YOU  

 We may think only special people have a vocation, either to the priesthood or religious life. The fact 

is that each baptized Christian has a vocation to be a disciple of Jesus. The 

Lord knows us individually and intimately, including our personal histories, 

our strengths and weaknesses, and our destinies. God has a purpose in mind 

for every one of us. Pope John Paul II held that God’s eternal plan is only 

revealed to us in the unfolding of our lives. Every life is unique, which is 

also to say that every vocation is unique. Fortunately, our vocations are best 

lived out in the community of faith where we can help one another hear the 

Lord’s voice and respond to it. Baptism is the beginning of each Christian 

vocation—in other words, the why of being a Christian—while stewardship 

is the how. Stewardship is a way to discern, accept, and live out joyfully and 

generously the commitments, responsibilities, and roles to which God calls 

us. Here in our parish community, refracted through the prism of all our 

individual vocations, is a way of life embodying and expressing the one mission of Christ: to do God’s will, 

to proclaim the Good News of salvation, to heal the afflicted, to care for one another, to live life to the 

fullest as Jesus did. Fortunately, we do not have to do this by our own efforts. As Jesus assures us in today’s 

Gospel, there is help. The strength of the Holy Spirit fills the hearts of all who love the Lord and follow in 

his way. The call to live this way is urgent. Jesus does not tell us to follow him some time in the future, or 

whenever we feel like it. The moment is now.

Know Your Faith – Related to the questions on the baptismal fonts (see April 13), a Minnesota reader had asked: 

"In my parish we have a large baptismal font (sufficient to perform immersion baptisms) in a baptistery which is at the 

main entrance to the sanctuary. We also have a different set of doors where about half of the congregation exits the 

sanctuary. My question is: Can you have separate holy water fonts at the exit doors of the church or does that conflict 

with the theology of having only one font because there is only one baptism and we can only have one baptismal 

font?" 

The question implies that in this parish the baptismal font doubles as a holy water stoup. This procedure is not 

ideal, since they are normally two distinct elements in church architecture. 

In fact, except for Eastertide, the rite of baptism foresees the blessing of the baptismal holy water. It follows 

that, if the baptismal font habitually contains water, as occasionally occurs in new fonts, it is not necessarily blessed 

holy water as usually understood. 

The tradition of placing holy water stoups at the entrance of the church probably originated with the custom 

of early Christians of washing their hands before entering the basilica in a fountain opportunely located in the atrium 

and called a cantharus or phiala. The custom was not just for practical purposes, as can be seen in St. John 

Chrysostom's admonition to those who "enter church washing their hands but not their hearts" (Homily LXXI on St. 

John). 

When in time the atrium of most churches was reduced to a porch or narthex, the cantharus gave way to 

smaller stoups placed just inside the entrance of the church. 

This change also led to the disappearance of any practical usage of water, leaving only the religious meaning 

as a symbol of baptism and purification. Although the practice already existed in some places, it was Pope Leo IV 

(847-855) who ordered priests to bless and sprinkle the people with holy water every Sunday before Mass. In some 

places this was done by the priest as the people entered the church. The present custom of crossing oneself is 

apparently of later origin. 

There are relatively few extant examples of stoups from before the 11th century, although there are some 

probable examples going back several centuries earlier. There are no universally established rules regarding the size, 

shape and design of stoups, and many forms are found. 

The diocesan norms issued for Milan by St. Charles Borromeo (1538-1584) greatly influenced subsequent 

usages. He wrote: "The vessel intended for holy water shall be of marble or of solid stone, neither porous nor with 

cracks. It shall rest upon a handsomely wrought column and shall not be placed outside of the church but within it 

and, insofar as possible, to the right of those who enter. There shall be one at the door by which the men enter and one 

at the women's door. They shall not be fastened to the wall but removed from it as far as convenient. A column or a 

base will support them and it must represent nothing profane." 

In conclusion, the baptismal font is distinct from the holy water stoup, and there can be additional stoups at 

secondary church entrances so that the faithful can make use of this venerable sacramental.
