                WORTHY WITNESSES 
 

 It may seem odd that, so soon after celebrating Jesus’ glorious 

ascension into heaven, we hear the gruesome tale of Stephen’s martyrdom. 

But even in our most celebratory times, Christianity is a faith that always 

recalls the difficulties of living the will of God in the world. That is why 

the Church places Stephen’s feast day, December 26, immediately after 

our celebration of the birth of Christ. In the rhythm of today’s readings, 

the account of Stephen’s martyrdom is a reminder that, with Christ 

ascended into heaven, the mission of giving witness to him—including his 

suffering and death—falls to those who have been baptized into the Holy 

Spirit and bear his name. In his final moment, Stephen shows himself a 

true namesake of Jesus, as he echoes the words of forgiveness spoken 

from the cross. The prayer we hear Jesus offer in today’s Gospel was also 

a prayer for Stephen, who came to believe in Jesus through the word of 

the apostles. No matter what fate life holds for us, we always have this 

consolation of our Easter faith: Christ has prayed to the Father on our 

behalf. Let us, like Stephen, be worthy witnesses to our name ―Christian.‖

SAINT RITA OF CASCIA (1381-1457) 

May 22 
 If you’re ever in Philadelphia on May 22, forget parking anywhere near Saint Rita’s shrine. Cars line streets 

and fill medians as throngs pack a candlelight vigil and six Masses, honoring this patroness of lost causes, hopeless 

situations, and—as her statue in countless churches built by twentieth-century immigrants testifies—difficult 

marriages, troubled homes, and alienated children. Wise people warn, be careful what you pray for. ―Divine Savior,‖ 

Rita prayed, ―let me suffer like you!‖ Obedient to parents who refused her wish to become a nun, Rita married a man 

who returned her devotion with twenty years of abuse. When enemies murdered him, Rita’s two sons swore revenge. 

Paintings depict her pointing the angry boys toward Christ crucified, whom she begged to restrain them. Within the 

year, both sons died. Alone now, Rita went to the convent but was refused. The nuns feared violence, since one of 

them was related to the murderer. Rita arranged peace between the families, made vows, and became much sought 

after as a counselor and intercessor for forty years on earth—and ever since in heaven.

OLS School Registration – Our Parish School is in the process of registering children for the 2010-2011 academic 

year.

OLS Soccer – OLS is looking for boys and girls interested in playing soccer in the fall.  Teams will be organized for 

Grades 1 & 2, Grades 3 & 4, Grades 5 & 6, and Grades 7 & 8.

THE OFFERTORY  

 How often when we hear those two words, ―the offertory,‖ do we automatically think of money? The 

offertory means the collection or two collections on some Sundays, right? Not exactly. The Catechism of the 

Catholic Church refers to the ―presentation of the offerings‖ (CCC, 1350) as a transition in the Mass 

between the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist. You will 

notice in our parish that representatives of the assembly bring the offerings 

in procession to the altar. Usually, members of a parish family carry the 

bread and wine, and one or more of the ushers bring up the financial 

offering (the collection). The bread and the wine are a portion of the fruits 

of God’s own creation that we offer back to God in thanksgiving, and which 

then become the Eucharistic food that nourishes us as followers of Christ. 

Indeed, the word eucharist is derived from the Greek word for thanksgiving. 

We also offer ourselves, ―our souls and bodies,‖ as a living sacrifice to God, 

the giver of all. We remember all those who have gone before us ―marked 

with the sign of faith.‖ (Some, like Stephen in today’s first reading, gladly 

gave up their lives in a martyr’s death for the sake of this faith.) The 

presentation of our financial gifts ensures that we will serve as Christ served. As the Catechism notes, 

―What is gathered is given to . . . assist orphans and widows, those whom illness or any other cause has 

deprived of resources, prisoners, immigrants and, in a word, all who are in need‖ (St. Justin, as quoted in 

CCC, 1351). Or as someone has put it more simply: no money, no mission. So never forget that when we 

come to the Eucharist, we come to give as much as to receive. One cannot be separated from the other.
