                               COME, HOLY SPIRIT 

 

 When we hear ―Come, Holy Spirit‖ we think of today’s story 

from Acts. But the truth is that today’s scene is but one moment from the 

Spirit’s long presence in salvation. The spirit of God (ruach) is present at 

the dawn of creation, blowing over the chaotic waters as God commands 

light to be. That same spirit of God filled the prophets of Israel. ―The spirit 

of the Lord came upon me‖ fills their witness, as they guided Israel in 

their quest to be faithful to the loving, merciful God of their covenant. We 

hear that the Spirit overshadowed Mary’s womb so that the very Word of 

God would take on our human flesh. And Jesus begins his ministry in 

Luke’s Gospel by saying the Spirit is upon him. On the cross, according to 

John, he gives up his spirit. Today Paul tells us that this Holy Spirit is 

from God, who raised Christ from the dead. We also hear John’s account 

of the Spirit as the very breath of the risen Christ on his disciples. 

 That same Spirit of all these biblical accounts was there at our 

baptism and continues to live in us. We are temples of that Spirit, 

witnesses to the Spirit’s grace. And it is in the Holy Spirit that we will 

continue to live in the gospel’s light, and to pursue our life of eternal glory 

in Christ.

SAINT PHILIP NERI (1515-1595) 

May 26 
 In a shop near the Vatican, a group of Americans laughed as the shopkeeper showed off his fluent English and 

latest souvenir, a key ring whose papal portrait, when pressed, activated a recorded blessing. Through the shop 

window, two clerics scowled disapproval. The shopkeeper grunted, ―They’re a very somber order who’ve left the 

Church. I recognize them.‖ ―By their long robes?‖ an American asked. ―Many in Rome wear robes,‖ replied the 

shopkeeper. ―It’s their long faces!‖ When Philip Neri arrived in sixteenth-century Rome, there was reason to be 

somber. Swiss Guards had been massacred on Saint Peter’s steps defending the pope. Parts of Europe were 

abandoning the Church. But Philip resolved to be an ―Apostle of Joy,‖ drawing especially the young to Christ—and 

frequent confession and Communion—by his sincere interest in their problems, prayerful example, and gentle humor. 

His ―Oratory,‖ a movement as well as a place, provided recreation and devotion in a joyful atmosphere of 

companionship, service, and liturgy. Philip Neri challenges each of us to begin improving Church and world by 

changing ourselves with unfailing joy.

Attention All First Confession/First Communion Candidates – all those wanting to make their First 

Confession and receive their First Holy Communion must be attending Mass on Sundays.  This is a requirement of the 

Universal Church and is reinforced by the teaching of Bishop Steib.  Therefore, all those who are candidates for First 

Confession and/or First Holy Communion must sign in on the sheet in the vestibule each week.  If they attend another 

church on occasion they must bring a bulletin from that church with the pastor’s signature and give it to their religion 

teacher/catechist.  This requirement begins today.  No letters will be written by Fr. Timby approving the celebration 

of the sacraments until the pastoral team reviews the weekly attendance sheets for Mass and participation in religion 

classes.

OLS Soccer – OLS is looking for boys and girls interested in playing soccer in the fall.  Teams will be organized for 

Grades 1 & 2, Grades 3 & 4, Grades 5 & 6, and Grades 7 & 8.  Teams will be co-ed and participate in the Parochial 

Athletic Association operated by the Diocese of Memphis.  Practice will begin in early August and a schedule of eight 

games will be played in September and October.  Teams are open to any child who is a registered member of OLS 

and is enrolled in our Parish School or PRE program.  It is also open to students from other parishes enrolled in our 

parish school or whose own parishes do not offer soccer as a team sport.

 Watch small children singing their favorite song and you’ll hear voices piped up loud and clear, and 

see happy, smiling faces. How quickly we forget this as adults, and become so solemn and even anxious 

about faith and take ourselves much too seriously. We may think we have to be perfect before God can use 

us or make a home in our hearts. Some of us, according to one 

bishop, even come back to confession week after week and confess 

the same sins. Today we remember Pentecost, the fiftieth day after 

Easter when, as promised, the power of the Holy Spirit was poured 

out onto the apostles. This was not just one historical event reserved 

for them alone. The Spirit is poured out continuously for us all. But 

your heart must be open to being transformed as the apostles were. 

Take heart from this popular list of the unlikeliest characters that the 

Spirit has transformed for God’s purposes. Adam was a coward. 

Noah was a drunk. Sarah was too old. Isaac was a daydreamer. 

Jacob was a liar. Joseph was abused. Moses had a stuttering 

problem. Gideon was afraid. Samson was a long-haired womanizer. 

Rahab was a ―lady of the evening.‖ Jeremiah was too young. David 

had an affair and was a murderer. Elijah was suicidal. Isaiah 

preached naked. Jonah ran from God. Naomi was a widow. Job 

went bankrupt. John the Baptist ate bugs. Peter denied Christ—three times. Martha worried about 

everything. Three apostles fell asleep while praying and they all ran away at the first sign of trouble. Mary 

Magdalene was mentally ill. The Samaritan woman was divorced—more than once. Zaccheus was too 

small. Paul was too religious. Timothy had an ulcer and Lazarus was dead!
