CHRIST FORETOLD

In Genesis, Melchizedek is described as a king who is also a
priest. As this story is usually interpreted, Melchizedek’s action of
bringing out bread and wine and blessing it with praise to the
Creator is a prophetic action. Seen as a prefigurement of the action
of Jesus, he foretells to Abram the One who is to come, the
Messiah. The psalm echoes this theme in the time of David the
King, who praises and thanks God and proclaims the preexistence
of the Christ, who is given princely power from “the day of your
birth, in holy splendor” (Psalm 110:3). God has promised this to
David and his descendants forever, and God will never go back on
this promise.

MOST SACRED HEART OF JESUS
June 11

Think of countless T-shirts and bumper stickers: “T (BIG RED HEART) a city/pet/candidate/whatever.” The
heart is truly the universal symbol of love. Catholic tradition pictures Jesus’ heart as living token of redemptive love.
The Gospels describe Jesus’ heart as “meek and humble” (Matthew 11:29), “full of compassion” (Matthew 9:36), a
“fountain of living water” (John 7:37-39), of “blood [Eucharist] and water [Baptism]” (John 19:34), sacraments of the
church’s birth, new Eve from new Adam’s side. The Sacred Heart devotion blossomed in the seventeenth century,
countering an overemphasis on spiritual unworthiness and an increasing secular contempt for religion with loving
affection for Jesus and encouragement of frequent Communion. The devotion’s “apostle” was the humble nun Saint
Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647-90), who envisioned Jesus, pointing to his burning, wounded heart and lamenting the
world’s indifference: “Behold the Heart that has loved people so and is loved so little in return!” This cherished
Catholic devotion reminds us that, no matter how sophisticated the theology in our heads, discipleship is also, perhaps

more so, a matter of the heart.

BROKEN AND POURED OUT

It is a fundamental truth of our faith that God is the provider of everything. God has promised to feed
us, body, mind, and spirit, from our first breath to our last. At every Mass, every day, throughout the world,
at the breaking of bread and pouring of wine, we remember Jesus’ last Passover meal with his friends, and
we believe that the Lord is truly present to us now. With our human eyes
we see only the bread and wine, but it is the Lord himself, broken and
poured out for us, whom we receive. Today’s solemnity is an opportunity
to think long and hard about this amazing love that God has for us. It is
the absolute opposite of greed, which says, “I’m going to grab hold of
everything I can and keep it for myself,” and also of its close relation,
stinginess: “I’ll give only what I have to, and not one bit more.” Greed
and stinginess both come from fear, a fear that life will somehow fall
apart and we will lose everything we have. Many prophets, saints, and
teachers, and above all, Jesus himself have shown us that fear is
essentially a lack of trust in God. Anyone who has lived through a
devastating hurricane, earthquake, or flood knows that what they “own”
can be taken away in a heartbeat. People who go through such an
experience show remarkable resilience and courage, and a will to rebuild
their lives. They should remind us that we, who are loved by God the Father, fed by God the Son, and
strengthened by God the Holy Spirit, have everything we need. We have only to open our hearts, receive

these gifts, and truly believe for our lives to be transformed.
