                                              REPENT 
 ―You are the man.‖ These words, spoken to King David by 

the prophet Nathan in the passage just before today’s first reading, 

were a wake-up call to David that he had done wrong in taking the 

wife of Uriah and having Uriah killed in battle. The story that woke 

David up to his own guilt was about a rich man who had many 

sheep, but took and slaughtered the only sheep of a poor man. David 

thought the man should be punished, but when Nathan made known 

to him that this story was about David himself, David woke up to 

his own sin and repented, and the Lord forgave him. 

 Today’s psalm of David reinforces for us the necessity of 

recognizing our own guilt and confessing it before the Lord. Then 

―[b]lessed is the one whose fault is taken away, / whose sin is 

covered‖ (Psalm 32:1). God becomes our shelter, and gives us back 

our freedom.

SAINT ROMUALD (c. 951-1027) 

June 19 
 ―God so loved the world,‖ declares John 3:16. ―Do not love the world,‖ warns 1 John 2:15. The ―world‖ to 

love: this planet, entrusted to our stewardship, and its people, God’s children all. The ―world‖ to flee: ―sensual lust, 

enticement for the eyes, and a pretentious life‖ (1 John 2:16). Born in nobility, Romuald’s conversion followed the 

shock of witnessing his father murder an enemy. Renouncing his privileged world, Romuald sought God’s world in 

monastic life. Its winding turns and several dead ends make Romuald’s journey resonate with all who find life more 

maze than superhighway. Both the hermit’s solitary struggle and community life’s unique challenges shaped 

Romuald’s legacy: his vast Camaldolese Benedictine family of monks, nuns, and lay associates who, these thousand 

years later, from the mountain solitude of Camaldoli, Italy to an urban monastery in Berkeley, California—in Asia, 

Africa, South America, Europe—integrate Romuald’s experience into their witness of solitary prayer, communal 

charity and worship, and promotion of contemplative spirituality in this world that can so easily distract us from the 

God who loves it still.

A Plea from the Pastor – Summer vacation time has arrived and many of us will be traveling and away from the 

parish on weekends.  Please remember to maintain your offerings and tithes to OLS even when you have to miss 

Mass.  It is wonderful to put a gift in the offering at the churches you visit while fulfilling your Sunday obligation 

when on vacation. That is called charity.  Remembering that your parish’s expenses continue even when you are away 

and being faithful to you weekly/monthly offering is called good stewardship.  Did you know that the church’s 

portion of the monthly utility bill is nearly $2,500 (and sometimes more!)?  That’s almost an entire week’s collection, 

and we have to turn the lights and air-conditioning on whether you are here or on vacation.  The best practice is to 

―pay it forward‖ and make your contributions to the offering before you leave for vacation, avoiding the possibility 

that you might over-spend while and not have anything left to give when you return.  May God bless you all in this 

season of recreation and may He keep you safe in all your travels and activities this summer. 

 

School Registration Days – OLS School will have registration for new students on three Saturdays this summer.  The 

parents of new students may register their children from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. on July 17, July 31, and August 7.  If 

you know of someone who is looking for a quality education for their children please suggest that they come talk to 

us.  Interested families may also call for an individual appointment to be scheduled with Fr. Timby or one of the staff 

members by calling 358-7431. 

 

OLS Soccer – OLS is looking for boys and girls interested in playing soccer in the fall.  Teams will be organized for 

Grades 1 & 2, Grades 3 & 4, Grades 5 & 6, and Grades 7 & 8.  Teams will be co-ed and participate in the Parochial 

Athletic Association operated by the Diocese of Memphis.  Practice will begin in early August and a schedule of eight 

games will be played in September and October.  Teams are open to any child who is a registered member of OLS 

and is enrolled in our Parish School or PRE program.  It is also open to students from other parishes enrolled in our 

parish school or whose own parishes do not offer soccer as a team sport.  If you have any interest in playing on a team 

please watch the bulletin for more information in the coming weeks. 

 

Soccer Coaches Needed – With the inception of competitive soccer at OLS in the fall we are seeking qualified 

coaches to lead our teams in practice and at games.  Coaches must undergo a background security check, complete 

VIRTUS training for the protection of children against abuse, and participate in coaches training in certification 

programs sponsored by the Diocese of Memphis.  Two coaches are needed for each team, at least of whom must be 

bi-lingual. 

 

VIRTUS Training Church Volunteers – In keeping with the our pledge to keep our children safe from predators 

while participating in Church-sponsored activities, the Catholic Church in the United States requires that anyone 

wanting to work with children in any way go thru VIRTUS Training and to have a complete background check to 

make sure they are not convicted child sex offenders.  VISUS Training is available in both English and Spanish.  In 

order to have a background check, a volunteer must have a Social Security Number. If you want to assist in any way 

in our parish ministries next year please contact the parish office so that we can begin the process for soccer (futbol) 

coaches, PRE teachers, After-School Care, cafeteria workers and workers in our new Summer Camp Program that 

will be inaugurated in 2011.

LOUDER THAN WORDS  

 In the New Testament the Pharisees and the Sadducees are described as the two main Jewish sects 

who opposed Jesus’ teaching. The Pharisees’ refusal to accept Jesus as the Messiah was one of the root 

causes of the long, sad, and often violent history between Christians and Jews, persisting even down to our 

own day. The Sadducees, an elite priestly caste, disappeared after the Romans destroyed the temple in 

Jerusalem in A.D. 70. The Pharisees continued on, probably because they had more of the ―common touch.‖ 

They interpreted the scriptures for people, believed in an afterlife, and took Judaism from Temple worship 

to assemblies in synagogues, where they preached and taught from the law and the prophets. It is from the 

Pharisees that modern Judaism developed. While the Gospels frequently tell how Pharisees tried to trap 

Jesus with argument and appeals to the law, in today’s Gospel Luke tells us about a Pharisee who invites 

Jesus to his house for a meal. An unnamed woman comes in, washes Jesus’ feet with her tears, dries them 

with her unbound hair and anoints him with oil. Because only prostitutes went about with unbound hair, 

Jesus’ Pharisee friend immediately condemns her as a sinner. Jesus reminds him that, as host, he has not 

provided his guest with the ordinary gestures of hospitality—washing and anointing before a meal—but this 

unnamed woman has supplied them. In ancient times sinfulness was thought to cause illness, so the woman 

may have been a prostitute, or perhaps she was mentally ill or simply a person who was proud, a constant 

fault-finder, a harsh critic of others. Whatever her actual condition, Jesus is aware—as the Pharisee is not—

that she knows her own brokenness and has complete faith in God to make her whole.
