              FOLLOW IN THE FOOTSTEPS OF CHRIST 
 The great fifty-day celebration of Easter has concluded, as have 

the feasts honoring the Holy Trinity and the Body and Blood of Christ. 

Last week we began a long stretch of Ordinary Time that will bring us to 

late November. Saint Paul tells us today that those who are baptized ―have 

clothed yourselves with Christ‖ (Galatians 3:27). This scripture is echoed 

in the Church‘s baptism ritual when we sing, ―You have put on Christ, in 

him you have been baptized.‖ This message is inspiring and sobering at 

the same time, for in today‘s Gospel, we get to the heart of what it means 

to be clothed in Christ. The Lord tells us, ―If anyone wishes to come after 

me, he must deny himself and take up his cross daily and follow me‖ 

(Luke 9:23). For the next twenty-two weeks we are called to take up the 

cross and, with Saint Luke as our guide, follow in the footsteps of Christ.

SAINT JOHN FISHER (1469-1535) AND  

SAINT THOMAS MORE (1477-1535) 

June 22 
 From Robert Bolt‘s classic A Man For All Seasons to Showtime‘s edgy The Tudors, Thomas More endears 

himself still: lawyer-statesman of impeccable integrity, remarried widower and affectionate father delighting in a 

lively household—four children, a pet monkey, even a paid jester! And challenges still: humanist-reformer, yet 

champion of Catholic faith and papal primacy. John Paul II named him ―Patron of Statesmen and Politicians,‖ citing 

More‘s generous work, both as a lawyer and in government service, on behalf of the poorest and most marginalized 

people of his time, as well as his promotion of education for all sectors of society. More‘s decision for principle over 

politics, conscience over convenience prompted his final words: ―I die the King‘s good servant, but God‘s first.‖ 

Alone among England‘s bishops, John Fisher dared challenge Henry VIII‘s divorce and repudiation of the papacy. 

When the Pope named the imprisoned Fisher a cardinal, Henry thundered: ―Don‘t bother sending Fisher‘s red hat 

here; I‘ll send Fisher‘s head to Rome!‖ Whose ―good servants‖ are we first? Isn‘t a right conscience worth the pain of 

standing alone?

A Plea from the Pastor – Summer vacation time has arrived and many of us will be traveling and away from the 

parish on weekends.  Please remember to maintain your offerings and tithes to OLS even when you have to miss 

Mass.  It is wonderful to put a gift in the offering at the churches you visit while fulfilling your Sunday obligation 

when on vacation. That is called charity.  Remembering that your parish‘s expenses continue even when you are away 

and being faithful to you weekly/monthly offering is called good stewardship.  Did you know that the church‘s 

portion of the monthly utility bill is nearly $2,500 (and sometimes more!)?  That‘s almost an entire week‘s collection, 

and we have to turn the lights and air-conditioning on whether you are here or on vacation.  The best practice is to 

―pay it forward‖ and make your contributions to the offering before you leave for vacation, avoiding the possibility 

that you might over-spend while and not have anything left to give when you return.  May God bless you all in this 

season of recreation and may He keep you safe in all your travels and activities this summer. 

 

School Registration Days – OLS School will have registration for new students on three Saturdays this summer.  The 

parents of new students may register their children from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. on July 17, July 31, and August 7.  If 

you know of someone who is looking for a quality education for their children please suggest that they come talk to 

us.  Interested families may also call for an individual appointment to be scheduled with Fr. Timby or one of the staff 

members by calling 358-7431. 

 

OLS Soccer – OLS is looking for boys and girls interested in playing soccer in the fall.  Teams will be organized for 

Grades 1 & 2, Grades 3 & 4, Grades 5 & 6, and Grades 7 & 8.  Teams will be co-ed and participate in the Parochial 

Athletic Association operated by the Diocese of Memphis.  Practice will begin in early August and a schedule of eight 

games will be played in September and October.  Teams are open to any child who is a registered member of OLS 

and is enrolled in our Parish School or PRE program.  It is also open to students from other parishes enrolled in our 

parish school or whose own parishes do not offer soccer as a team sport.  If you have any interest in playing on a team 

please watch the bulletin for more information in the coming weeks. 

 

Soccer Coaches Needed – With the inception of competitive soccer at OLS in the fall we are seeking qualified 

coaches to lead our teams in practice and at games.  Coaches must undergo a background security check, complete 

VIRTUS training for the protection of children against abuse, and participate in coaches training in certification 

programs sponsored by the Diocese of Memphis.  Two coaches are needed for each team, at least of whom must be 

bi-lingual. 

 

VIRTUS Training Church Volunteers – In keeping with the our pledge to keep our children safe from predators 

while participating in Church-sponsored activities, the Catholic Church in the United States requires that anyone 

wanting to work with children in any way go thru VIRTUS Training and to have a complete background check to 

make sure they are not convicted child sex offenders.  VISUS Training is available in both English and Spanish.  In 

order to have a background check, a volunteer must have a Social Security Number. If you want to assist in any way 

in our parish ministries next year please contact the parish office so that we can begin the process for soccer (futbol) 

coaches, PRE teachers, After-School Care, cafeteria workers and workers in our new Summer Camp Program that 

will be inaugurated in 2011. 

 

Bishopôs Annual Appeal – To date, we have received pledges from 95 families with a total commitment of

regularly schedule Sunday and Holy Day liturgies regardless of the Mass they and their families usually attend.  

Adults wanting to learn how to serve are also welcome to join us and join the ranks of John Witcher and Andy

WHO DO YOU SAY?  

 In today‘s Gospel Jesus asks his disciples, ―Who do you say that I am?‖ (Luke 9:20). Only Peter has 

the courage to state outright that Jesus is the Messiah—the anointed one—of God. Jesus‘ question is one 

that we have to answer at some point for ourselves if we are to truly live as his disciples today. It is easy to 

avoid a direct answer, to rely on what someone else has said about Jesus, or just to follow the rules and say 

the right prayers for years on end, without ever stopping to face this question squarely. Marianne lives in a 

small-town parish. She says she never thought this question was for her until one day it came up in a Bible 

study group. ―I‘d read or heard this passage so many times before, but on this particular day it was as if I 

were hearing it for the very first time. As I drove home, I knew deep in my heart that I had to acknowledge 

Jesus as the one whom God had sent into this world for me.‖ And, she continued, ―I knew that if I accepted 

Jesus as the Lord of my life, there would be consequences!‖ This started Marianne on a new path. She found 

a wise and experienced spiritual director and began reviewing her life. ―I used to tease one of my friends 

who wore a ‗What would Jesus do?‘ bracelet,‖ she said, ―but suddenly I knew that this is a question that I‘ll 

be asking myself all the time now.‖ Her life‘s challenges haven‘t vanished overnight: Marianne cares for her 

elderly mother and copes with diabetes, but she says, ―I trust in God much more these days, and God‘s 

blessing is that I‘m so much more openhearted and openhanded with other people than ever before.‖
