FOLLOW FAITHFULLY 

 
 When Elijah calls Elisha to follow him, Elisha goes back, 

momentarily, to finish some business at home. But note that he does not 

leave the work to be done by those at home, nor does he plan to come 

back and finish it himself. He recognizes in Elijah’s call that he must 

follow faithfully and not look back.  

 Psalm 16 celebrates the loving protection of God for those who 

depend on God’s love and mercy. God is our portion and cup, in a line 

seen by Christians as a poetic reference to Eucharist, and God will not 

abandon us to death and corruption, but will call us into the holy Presence 

forever. This could be seen as resurrection, something that was not 

universally believed in the days before Jesus. We are assured that if we go 

forth in confidence to follow God’s daily call, we will not be shamed or 

abandoned, but will find the life we seek.

BLESSED JUNÍPERO SERRA (1713-1784) 

July 1 
 No one who has stood before the quiet majesty of Mission San Juan Capistrano, or the altogether different but 

no less lovely Mission Dolores in San Francisco, or any of the missions from San Diego to Sonoma can fail to bless 

the Franciscan padre who, while not founder of each, was inspiration for them all, Blessed Junípero Serra. 

Abandoning the comfortable academic life to which his doctorate in theology entitled him, Serra journeyed to the 

New World where his tireless traveling, dramatic preaching, and penitential austerity converted thousands of native 

peoples. Saving souls and celebrating the sacraments were Padre Serra’s primary mission but not his only one. 

Education in letters and crafts, trades and agriculture transformed the people, while roads and irrigation systems 

transfigured the landscape. His more than thirty years of ministry were not free from conflict with authorities or 

without controversy in the retrospectively critical eye of history. But when John Paul II beatified him in 1988, he 

praised Padre Serra for assisting his converts to use their new faith to advance their true human development.

A Plea from the Pastor – Summer vacation time has arrived and many of us will be traveling and away from the 

parish on weekends.  Please remember to maintain your offerings and tithes to OLS even when you have to miss 

Mass.  It is wonderful to put a gift in the offering at the churches you visit while fulfilling your Sunday obligation 

when on vacation. That is called charity.  Remembering that your parish’s expenses continue even when you are away 

and being faithful to you weekly/monthly offering is called good stewardship.

MIXED MESSAGE  
 Words are funny things. Over long periods of time they can take on new meanings, sometimes the opposite of 

what they originally meant. So it is with the word diversity, which originally meant opposite, different. Reactions to 

our human differences range all the way from suspicion to outright violence. As our world has shrunk through global 

travel and migration, we have tried to develop ways of making difference, or diversity, seem like a positive thing. One 

Catholic parish, with significant numbers of new parishioners speaking Spanish and Vietnamese, tried to tackle this in 

a new mission statement, including some lofty language about diversity. ―The concept of diversity includes 

acceptance and respect . . . appreciating each other and moving beyond simple tolerance to embracing and celebrating 

the rich dimensions of diversity in a safe, positive, and nurturing environment.‖ At a meeting where, once again, 

complicated arrangements were underway for each language group to have separate liturgies, one person commented 

that the new mission statement did not reflect any new reality in the parish. ―The parish is still separated in worship, 

in faith formation, and even in community involvement and giving‖ he said. Some Anglo parishioners remarked 

angrily to the pastor that ―those people‖ (other language speakers) do not give ―their fair share‖ (meaning money). 

Saint Paul, according to today’s reading, would characterize this as ―biting and devouring one another‖ (Galatians 

5:15). He reminds us that the greatest commandment is to love our neighbor as ourselves. What a challenge that is 

when we sometimes find it difficult to get along even with family and close friends. But, as Christ’s disciples, 

everyone who comes to our parish is by definition a brother or sister in Christ. Everyone. No exceptions.
