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DON’T BE ANXIOUS

One can wonder how Luke’s Gospel passage today might have
been different if Mary, not Martha, had been the one to complain to Jesus,
if Mary had said “Lord, look at her! Here you are sharing your wisdom
and all she can think about is supper.” Jesus may have noted, as Luke
does, that Martha was burdened with much serving. Later in his writings,
this same evangelist will describe in Acts how the early community set
aside people whose ministry it is to see to the serving at table.

As a fully human person, Jesus knew the human needs that had to
be tended. He doesn’t deny this, nor does he chastise Martha for her
working in service. He chides her for being anxious and worried. How can
Martha—or any of us—be anxious or worried about the serving that needs
to be done when we do it in the context of the Lord’s will and wisdom?
The Church has done more than any other institution to bear the heavy
burdens of serving the ill, the uneducated, the suffering; has been
“Martha” to countless of the little ones whom Christ told us were his very
presence. But the Church has borne the burdens of service from the
position of Mary: at the feet of the Lord, listening to and being guided by

his word.

SAINT SHARBEL MAKHLUF (1828-1898)
July 24

The convenience store owner chatted animatedly in Arabic with coworkers, but hardly at all with his
“American” clientele. So soon after 9/11, he probably figured, with my accent, the less said, the better. That changed
when an “American” customer recognized Saint Sharbel’s portrait on the wall: “So you’re Lebanese Maronites!” The
owner was happily incredulous: “You know our saint?” “Not at first,” the customer admitted. “But we help the
Catholic Near East Welfare Association, and their magazine published that picture and called Sharbel the ‘Paradoxical
Artisan of Peace.” ” “Everyone thinks we’re Muslims,” said the owner, “and some of my workers are. Saint Sharbel
helps us live together in peace!” A hermit for twenty-three years, little is known of Sharbel’s life. He died after
suffering a stroke while celebrating the liturgy. Miracles attributed to his intercession number in the thousands, and in
war-torn Lebanon, Catholics, Orthodox, and Muslims pray together where his incorrupt body is entombed. How
lovely if after our passing, we too could be remembered for having brought very different people to the one God,

together in peace.

School Registration Packets — Due to a breakdown in the parish copy machines, we were unable to mail the
packets of information regarding school registration this past week. Packets, including tuition rates, supply lists and
uniform policy, will be mailed to each individual family this week. All families are required to meet with Fr. Timby
and Deacon Henry between 15 and July 31 to complete other important paperwork regarding registration. If a family
submitted a PSAS form that was incomplete the tuition quoted is at the full applicable rate and it will be adjusted once
all the paperwork has been received by PSAS. It is the family’s responsibility to contact PSAS with any questions it
has regarding incomplete applications.

School Registration Days — OLS School will have registration for new students on three Saturdays this summer.
The parents of new students may register their children from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. on July 17, July 31 and August 7.
We will also have registration on Tuesday, August 10 from 10:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. If you know of someone who
is looking for a quality education for their children please suggest that they come talk to us. Interested families may
also call for an individual appointment to be scheduled with Fr. Timby or one of the staff members by calling 358-
7431.

OLS Soccer — OLS is looking for boys and girls interested in playing soccer in the fall. Teams will be organized for
Grades 1 & 2, Grades 3 & 4, Grades 5 & 6, and Grades 7 & 8.

In
order to have a background check, a volunteer must have a Social Security Number. If you want to assist in any way
in our parish ministries next year please contact the parish office so that we can begin the process for soccer (futbol)
coaches, PRE teachers, After-School Care, cafeteria workers and workers in our new Summer Camp Program that
will be inaugurated in 2011.

THOSE PEOPLE

Today’s Gospel should trouble us more than it does, but we have heard it often. A man expert in religious law
understands the two greatest commandments, but wants Jesus to define “neighbor.” Jesus conjures up some disturbing
images. First, the violent attack on a traveler, so brutal that the man appears to be dead. Second, a priest and Levite
come upon the victim. They carefully walk around his body, afraid of acquiring impurity from the blood of a corpse,
which would exclude them from the temple rituals for a while. Along comes the
Samaritan. In Jesus’ time Jews and Samaritans despised and avoided each other.
The Samaritans claimed to be the original children of Israel and worshiped God
on Mount Gerizim, not in the Jerusalem temple. The Samaritan goes close
enough to see that the beaten man is alive and acts quickly to save him. Cleaning
and covering the wounds, the Samaritan hauls this Jewish man onto his donkey
and travels to the nearest inn, paying a substantial sum to ensure his extended
care. The priest, the Levite, and the Samaritan all saw the beaten man, but the
priest and the Levite saw him as a problem, whereas the Samaritan saw him as a
., person. The question we must ask ourselves is how quickly do we step forward
~ to help someone who might cause us more trouble than we bargained for? Have
; ; we ever refrained from helping someone begging for food, saying silently, “If |

- mem=e====¢ give money they’ll only spend it on alcohol or drugs,” or “They could really get

a job if they wanted to get off the street,” or perhaps “Those people are always wanting handouts”? Our neighbors
include all “these people”—the ones whom Jesus insists that we love like ourselves. Let’s get started.
