                                  CHANGE 
 Lent is all about change and change is usually not easy. In order to 
change we have to leave something behind. Today we hear about a very 
old man who decides to answer God’s call. Abram experiences a 
tremendous amount of change when he leaves everything behind, risking 
it all for God’s promise. Jesus changes, is transfigured, right before the 
eyes of his disciples. The Lenten scriptures issue the call for us to change, 
to be transfigured, so that we, too, will soon share in the glory of God. 
What is it that the Lord is asking us to leave behind? Are we willing to 
take the risk for the promise made by God? These questions are at the 
heart of the Lenten journey of conversion.

FEAST OF FAITH 
The First Reading 
 Each Sunday, we listen to three scripture readings. The first reading usually comes from the Old Testament. 
“The New Testament lies hidden in the Old; the Old Testament comes fully to light in the New,” we read in the 
Introduction to the Lectionary. “Christ himself is the center and fullness of the whole of Scripture” (5). On Sundays, 
these readings usually have a close connection to the Gospel. In this season of Lent, for example, the Exodus account 
of the thirst of the Israelites in the desert is paired with the Samaritan woman’s encounter with Jesus at the well. 
Ezekiel’s vision of the Lord raising people from their graves is paired with the narrative of Christ raising Lazarus 
from the dead. 
 The readings are taken from many sources—historical books like Judges, Kings, and the Acts of the Apostles, 
prophets like Isaiah and Ezekiel, wisdom literature like Proverbs or Ecclesiastes. But no matter its genre, the first 
reading always ends with the same acclamation: “The word of the Lord.” The scriptures are written by human authors 
who wrote in widely different cultural and historical contexts, but these human authors are also divine instruments 
through whom God speaks to us. And so we say, “Thanks be to God.”

THE EXTRA EFFORT 
 As Saint Paul emphasizes in today’s second reading, we are all called to a holy life. God gives us a 
great gift every year with the season of Lent: an opportunity once again to more closely imitate Jesus, the 
perfect example of holy living. We may think that Lent is only about fasting from food or abstaining from 
meat, but it should be so much more. The Church advocates our frequent participation in the Mass, as well 

as our prayers for peace and for vocations to the priesthood and religious 
life. We are also encouraged to give personal service to those in need, 
including the aged and the sick. And last but not least, we are invited to 
practice some form of voluntary self-denial, which is giving up 
something we really want, rather than something we’ll never miss. The 
particular practices we choose to adopt during Lent may vary widely 
according to our age, capabilities, and lifestyle. The only thing we cannot 
do is avoid Lent altogether. This would separate us from God and the 
community of faith, and seriously call our discipleship into question. If 
we have been practicing stewardship all along, the extra efforts we make 
in Lent are simply a natural extension of what have already been doing. 
These additional practices and penances deepen our awareness of how 

much we receive daily from the hands of an all-loving God. By shifting our attention away from our own 
wants and needs we have more time to offer our abilities and resources to God, to God’s church, and to the 
world in which we live. Lent is truly a time to count our blessings—each and every one—and to ask God to 
conform our hearts even more to the divine will.

Please make certain your 
records are current. All Catholic students will have to provide a letter from their pastors confirming 
their membership and active participation.  New students will need: 1) a copy of their baptismal 
record; 2) a copy of their birth certificate; 3) an up-to-date immunization record.  Priority will be

Stations of the Cross – The Stations of the Cross will be celebrated twice 
each week during Lent.  The will be celebrated on Wednesday afternoons in a 
simple format for the children of the school, but Adults are welcome.  On 
Friday evenings, the Stations will be celebrated at 6:20 p.m. with Benediction 
following.  There is a plenary indulgence attached to the proper meditation of 
the Stations of the Cross on Fridays during Lent.  This means that if you make 
a good confession within seven days before or after meditating on the Station 
all temporal punishment in Purgatory for sins committed will be forgiven. 
 
Ash Wednesday and all Fridays of Lent, including Good Friday, are also days of abstinence from meat and 
meat by-products.  All Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are obliged to abstain from meat 

and all food made with or flavored with meat on these days. For those who wish to beg 
the question “What is meat?” the answer is:  “meat” is the slaughtered of flesh of any creature 
that uses lungs to breathe, e.g., cows, chickens, whales, frogs, snake, etc.  Fish and other 
creatures that do not use lungs to breathe are not considered “meat” and may be consumed in 
days of abstinence.  There is no dispensation from abstinence, not even for health reason or “old 
age,” despite the valiant efforts of some to get me to give one! 
 

 
An Explanation – A commonly asked question is what do we consider to be “meat” when determining how to 
abstain from meat on the Fridays of the year, especially during Lent when it is absolutely required?  The answer is 
quite simple: If it has lungs, it is considered to be meat.  This applies only to the butchered flesh of an animal and not 
eggs, milk or cheese.  Fish have gills, not lungs, so fish is allowed for consumption.  And, as I told one little boy when 
pressed for a more definitive answer: Yes, all insects may be eaten on the Fridays of Lent but one might want to be 
sure they don’t overeat them on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday lest they not be fasting as prescribed for all 
Catholics of age. 

 
Poor Man’s Supper – Each Friday night during Lent we will have our traditional “Poor Man’s Supper” in the 
cafeteria following the Stations of the Cross.  The supper will be prepared by a differ parish organization each week. 
Friday, March the 11 will be by the Altar Guild Women.   
  
No baptisms will be celebrated during Lent to focus our attention on the call to conversion and the significant role 
the sacrament plays in the celebration of the Easter Vigil.  In fact, there will be no holy water available during the 
season. So, if you need a supply for your home, be sure to get it before Mar 8th. 

 
 
First Penance Celebration: Our children will be celebrating the Sacrament of Penance and 
eth Rites of Reconciliation for the first time on Tuesday, March 29, at 6:30 p.m.  Please keep 
our First Penitents in your prayers in these coming days.
